According to the Higher
Educati on Act of 1965 (HEA), as anended, the Hi gher Education
Reconciliation Act of 2005 (HERA), Pub.L.109-71 and the Departnent of
Education's (Department) regul ati ons, your school is not subject to any
sanctions based on your school's FY 2018 CDR

Schools with a cohort default rate of |less than 15.0 percent for each of
the three nost recent fiscal years for which data are avail abl e, including
eligible foreign schools, may disbhurse, in a single installnent, |oans that
are made for one senester, one trimester, one quarter, or a four-nmonth
period. Such a school is also no |longer required to delay the delivery or
di sbursement of the first disbursement of a | oan for 30 days for
first-time, first-year undergraduate borrowers. Once your school receives
notice fromthe Departnment that your school's official CDRis 15.0 percent
or greater, this benefit will end within 30 cal endar days of the
notification.

For schools that have one or nore borrowers entering repaynment during the
FY 2018 period, the acconpanying |oan record detail report (LRDR) includes
i nformati on on the | oans made to students for attendance at your schoo
under the Federal Family Education Loan (FFEL) Program and/or WIIiam D.
Ford Federal Direct Loan (Direct Loan) Program The Departnment's records
indicate that all the loans included in the report entered into repaynent
during the FY 2018 period that includes Cctober 1, 2017 through Septenber
30, 2018, and have defaul ted by Septenber 30, 2020.

After reviewi ng your official LRDR, your school has the opportunity to
appeal and or adjust the underlying data included in your CDR  School s
nmust submit their Loan Servicing Appeal, Uncorrected Data Adjustnment, and
New Dat a Adj ustnent requests using the electronic Cohort Default Rate
Appeal s system (eCDR Appeal s). Specifically, the systemallows schools to
el ectronically submt these challenges and adjustnent requests during the
cohort default rate cycle. Likew se, data managers and Federal Student Aid
(FSA) can electronically view and respond to the subnitted chal |l enges and
adj ustment requests accordingly. Due to COVID 19, schools are asked to
submit their Participation Rate Appeal, Econom cally D sadvantaged Appeal



and Erroneous Data Appeal via email to the Departnent to the email address
provi ded bel ow.

Pl ease note that if a technical problem caused by the Departnent results in
an inability to access the data, schools have five business days fromthe
recei pt of the eCDR notification package to notify Partner Eligibility and
Oversight (PEO services at the email address given below. Al schools
must meet the established subm ssion tinmefranes for CDR adjustnments and
appeal s. The Departnent will not review adjustnments and appeal s that any
school subnits outside of the established tinmefranes.
