▪ Collaborate with the STEM department professors to identify skills needed for lab 
instruction 

▪ Create 1-4 co-requisite labs  for students to take in conjunction with their lower division 
college level math and science courses – particularly chemistry. 

▪ Develop a training program for student workers to be efficient math tutors/lab assistants 
▪ Coordinate with professors to provide testing and other tools for placement/Clepping  
▪ Make sure students check-in when attending lab in order to keep track of attendance 

and numbers for data purposes
